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NOTICE OF FUNDS AVAILABILITY:

HMGP DR-4285 (Hurricane Matthew)
With the catastrophic impact of Hurricane Matthew on North Carolina, our State expects to see the largest Hazard Mitigation Grant Program offered since Hurricane Floyd. As an Enhanced Mitigation state, this catastrophic disaster will be a tremendous opportunity to build resilience throughout the impact zone and beyond, as well as implement expedited processes to support emergency housing issues where an appropriate resiliency solution is required.
The NCEM application period for HMGP DR-4285 is now open. NCEM is accepting Letters of Interest (LOI) for possible inclusion in the State’s HMGP submission to FEMA. Eligible applicants are local governments with a FEMA and NCEM approved and adopted Hazard Mitigation Plan. Letters of Interest must be received by NCEM no later than Close of Business (COB) on May 1, 2017. NCEM is anticipating the launch of an expedited process that would allow for the communities facing a more pressing resilient housing need to submit Letters of Interest ahead of the standard grant processing timeline. The current goal is to receive the expedited Letters of Interest no later than March 31, 2017. These grants will be developed and submitted to FEMA for approval based on previous expedited processes, and will be evaluated for cost effectiveness by NCEM Mitigation staff.  NCEM priorities for Matthew are below:
HMGP DR-4285 Matthew priorities are: 
· Residential Mitigation
· Acquisition (“Buyout”)

· Elevation (“House Raising”)

· Mitigation Reconstruction (“Demo/Rebuild”) 
· Second Tier

· 5% Projects

· Generators 
· Early Warning Systems /Stream gauges
· 7% Projects
· Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan Updates
· Stormwater Management (i.e. culvert upsizes)
· Wind Retrofits

· Mitigation of Commercial Properties (if funds are available)
Hazard Mitigation Project Types: 

· Acquisition: The acquisition or “buyout” of a home uses FEMA funds to purchase the structure and land from a willing homeowner. The homeowner is offered pre-disaster fair market value for their structure as determined by a certified appraiser, and the home is then demolished and the land is deeded to the local government with an open space restriction. The property must have clear title. The land must remain open in perpetuity to restore or conserve natural floodplain functions. 

· Before the homeowner receives the funds from the selling of the home any Individual Assistance or Flood Insurance funds not used to repair the home will be deducted from the balance due to the owner as a duplication of benefit. Homeowners are strongly encouraged to keep any and all receipts for repairs they have made.

· Elevation: Elevating a home is the physical raising (elevation and foundation retrofit) of an existing structure to an elevation at the Base Flood Elevation (BFE) or higher if required by FEMA or the local ordinance. The project pays for engineering to determine if the home is feasible to raise, then elevates and retrofits the foundation.
· Mitigation Reconstruction: Mitigation Reconstruction is the construction of an improved, code-compliant, elevated home on the same site where the existing home has been partially or completely demolished or destroyed. This option is available to those with existing homes that are not feasible for elevation due to deferred maintenance or storm damage to the foundation, flooring, or stabilizing walls of the home.
Benefit Cost Analysis: For these priority project types, the FEMA pre-calculated benefits are still in effect for properties in the Special Flood Hazard Area (i.e. “AE Zone.”)  Note that properties may be aggregated in order to produce a cost effective result. NCEM will conduct benefit cost analysis to ensure maximization of eligible properties. Properties outside of the Special Flood Hazard Area (i.e. “X zone”) are being considered in this analysis; communities are encouraged to submit whether inside our outside of the SFHA and NCEM will conduct Benefit Cost Analysis.
· Acquisition, if a property is located in a FEMA-designated Special Flood Hazard Area (i.e. AE or VE zone), and the entire acquisition and demolition cost for that property is $276,000 or less, the property is considered to be cost effective. 

· Elevation, if a property is located in a FEMA-designated Special Flood Hazard Area (i.e. AE or VE zone), and the entire elevation cost for that property is $175,000 or less, the property is considered to be cost effective. 
· Mitigation Reconstruction, if a property is located in a FEMA-designated Special Flood Hazard Area (i.e. AE zone), and the eligible reconstruction costs are $150,000 or less, the property is considered to be cost effective.
Applicant Intake: Communities will develop a process (community meeting or one-on-one session) for gathering documentation and application information from community residents. Technical Assistance and additional manpower can be provided for these events. Please notify your assigned Hazard Mitigation Specialist for additional information and assistance.
